The Medieval Town of Carcassonne 
World Heritage Site 

 
Guided tour of the Medieval Town of Carcassonne: Jewel of the region, the Medieval Citadel is the 
largest European walled city. It counts two gigantic ramparts; each one having 26 towers, spread over 
almost 3km. The walker can admire the relics of more than 2000 years of History, left successively by 
the Romans, the Visigoths, the Saracens and other crusaders.
