THE GRILL ROOM
The famous Grill Room, formerly one of Cape Town’s principal à la carte

dinner and dance restaurants, is elegantly furnished in burgundy and gold

and decorated with classic equestrian prints. It has its own bar and

separate exterior entrance, and is ideal for small dinner dances, informal

cocktails, or perhaps even a show or theatre performance. 

THE GARDEN ROOM
